Appendix A

Models of Camp Ministry and Campfire Music

There are many different kinds of ways of doing campfire and utilizing campfire music when at camp.  Here is a brief overview of models of camp ministry.

 Decentralized Camping 
Small groups assigned at the beginning of each week of camp go out to their camp locations on the property and “set up camp.” These could be as small as a single cabin group or could consist of two cabins to form a “family group.”  Small groups may be defined by a cabin, an outpost with tree house shelters, tent sites, hogans or platform tents, or possibly as large as a small circle of cabins.  Each small group plans its own activities for the week, including worship moments, camp activities, and in some cases even meals.  For small groups such as this, with limited “lodge” accessibility, songs that are short, with few words to remember and repetitive parts would be easiest to learn and sing.  No printed resources or even an accompanying instrument are necessary. Simple found items can be made into simple sound makers, or utilized to keep a beat.

Centralized Camping
Small groups are designated by cabin groups; two cabins for a “family group” or up to as large as a circle of cabins or a “Unit.”  Within a centralized camping context, there are shared meals among all the cabin groups in a central dining facility, there are shared activities that cabin groups rotate around to, and there are shared corporate times of worship and prayer as well as planned small group times.  Campfire Music (and other worship times) for this model are more likely to be able to use printed resources if desired, and musical instruments are present for accompaniment.

Conference Style Camping 
The entire camp is centrally focused, decentralized or small group time tends to be minimized, and the camp may be held at a retreat or conference center with large auditorium and/or workshop meeting spaces.  Worship is corporate, and often times includes either printed resources and/or song lyrics (but never musical notation, I’ve noticed) projected on a screen.  Musical instruments are present for accompaniment.

These are helpful designations for the flow of a campfire time together.  It is only a guide.  Songs and activities may be silly, they may be worshipful, or both.  Other specialty campfires/evening vesper services or special activities (like a labyrinth walk) can take place at this time instead or as a part of the overall flow for the week. There can be varied numbers of fast verses slow, more talks less singing, more singing less skits, etc.  Choosing which way to go helps when you are particularly observant about how a day has gone, what issues have come up, and how well the group has come to know one another or not.  Plan together with others to make it really special.  The more ownership, the more enjoyment.  The same can be true for Morning Watch/Chapel, only shortened to include reflective activity.
